
This makes Marx’s theory of ideology 
merely another  “idea” and  Marx 
merely another ideologue. Crude ver- 
sions of Marx’s views on ideology pur- 
port to see immediately identifiable 
sociological biases in social analyses. 
Parekh does well to derail these, but it is 
a mistake to displace the centrality of 
social context altogether in Marx’s posi- 
tion on ideology. 

The material of Parekh’s study is 
scattered all over Marx’s writings. He 
has patiently and cogently categorized it 
with sophistication and an impeccable 
knowledge of Marx’s texts. In the pro- 
cess, he has provided an outstanding 
synthesis of Marx’s ideas, which are 
perhaps as  useful as  they are complex. 
But there are, a t  the same time, pitfalls 
in such a “theoreticist” approach to 
Marx’s writings. Parekh correctly main- 
tains that Marx’s theory of ideology 
“lacks a precise and unambiguous for- 
mulation” and can be confused with 
“several other related but essentially 
distinct concepts.” What he has over- 
looked is the possibility that Marx may 
have used the term with n o  intention of 
formalizing it in a “theory.” We cannot 
assume that Marx saw the need to ar- 
ticulatc a self-contained, parsimonious 
“theory” of ideology. Parekh’s masterly 
exposition reveals that there is enough 
for us to think about in Marx’s writings 
on ideology without getting stuck on 
their less than precise articulation.
